2011 NEW RESERVATION CAMPCRAFT CENTER

For next year's camping season, the Association has taken on the
very ambitious project of providing the reservation with a new Campcraft
Center, to be located in the same Sandy Beach area as the current center.
The current campcraft area contains a number of outdoor areas not suitable
for inclement weather and an old cabin and tent cover, both in fairly
dilapidated condition.

Although the "artist's rendition" of the new center shows the original
concept of five buildings, reconsideration of the uses to which the center will
be put have prompted a change in design to four buildings, two of them
larger than originally planned. One of these two larger buildings will be the
new location for the New Frontier program which is used by new scouts to
learn and practice the scouting skills

needed to satisfy their Tenderfoot, 2™
Class, and 1* Class requirements.

The other larger structure will
contain office and storage space. Also,
to comply with the new Cooking Merit
Badge requirements and Rhode Island
public health laws, it will also contain
an electrified field kitchen with cooking
and refrigeration capability.
